Die Verkniipfung einfacherer zu komplexeren Einheiten ist eine zentrale Eigenschaft der
menschlichen Sprachen. Der Forschungsbereich Syntax & Lexikon beschaftigt sich mit den
syntaktischen und phonologischen Eigenschaften der Verkniipfungen lexikalischer Pradi-
kate mit Satzen sowie der Verkniipfungen von Sitzen miteinander, wobei die semantischen
Effekte der Verkniipfungen stets mitberticksichtigt werden.

Die Forschung ist theoretisch-formal fundiert, um eine prazise Modellierung der Ergeb-
nisse zu erreichen und nimmt auch Anwendungen in den Blick.
